Proposal Guidelines

Bacteriology 2002


The proposal for the bacteriology project should include the following: 

1. A brief introduction of the project.  This section should introduce the problem, why is it significant (to you or others), and some background information from the literature.

2. An outline of basic experimental procedures.  Explain the techniques and material that you need to perform the project.  Any special strains/chemicals/media should be highlighted.  

3. Timetable.  Estimate the amount of time each section of your project will take over the 5-week period.

4. Results.  Even though the experiment(s) are not started, state the expected results.  These results should/could be similar to other experiments found in the literature.  

5. References.  List your references in the format that the Journal of Bacteriology uses (in the library or on the web under American Society for Microbiology).  Attach a complete copy of your most important reference.
